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Sustainable Global Award 2026 (SGA 2026)
Application Guidelines
These Guidelines set forth the matters necessary for applications and nominations for the
Sustainable Global Award, organized by THE Global Resilience Summit (General
Incorporated Association).

1. Name
Sustainable Global Award 2026 (SGA 2026)

2. Purpose
The Sustainable Global Award is a support program that identifies and recognizes

technologies, projects, and innovations that contribute to greater sustainability for Japan and
the world in an era of overlapping crises—such as disasters, climate change, population
decline, and outmigration—and that advance resilient community-building, better
environments, and leadership development toward a sustainable and well-being society.
This award is not limited to honorary recognition. We will actively support awardees through
measures such as matching with test fields (local communities), facilitating corporate
partnerships, and providing PR and visibility opportunities to accompany their activities
toward social implementation.

3. Award Categories (Five Areas)

1. Disaster Risk Reduction / Disaster Tech & Resilience
Al, robotics, materials, communications, and operational solutions that enhance
prediction, initial response, and recovery/reconstruction.

2. Space & Frontier
Satellite data, positioning, communications, terrestrial applications of space technologies,
and the use of space for disaster risk reduction.

3. Well-being & Community
Shelter quality of life, mental health, support for people requiring special assistance, and
revitalization of local communities.

4. Social Impact
Mechanisms and solutions addressing population decline, aging societies with low
birthrates, labor shortages, and strengthening regional industries.

5. Environment

Circular economy; natural environments; and marine environments (including
tsunami/coastal disasters, the blue economy, and ocean monitoring and conservation).



4. Award Structure
Grand Prize: Winner
Prize money: JPY 1,000,000
Additional benefits may include support for domestic and international expansion, PR
opportunities, and up to two years of implementation support.
Category Award: Jury Special Mention
Prize money: JPY 100,000
Additional benefits may include other awards, support for domestic and international
expansion, PR opportunities, and up to one year of implementation support.
Special Award
Finalists will be invited to the award announcement and ceremony.
Note: Prize amounts include withholding income tax. If applying as a team, the prize money
and benefits will be awarded to the designated representative.

5. Eligibility, Applicants, and How to Apply
5.1 Eligible Initiatives

Initiatives that contribute to resilience, sustainability, and the improvement of well-being in
relation to natural disasters, climate change, population decline and outmigration, and other
issues affecting the world, regions, organizations, and people’s lives.

Initiatives that are in the demonstration-to-implementation phase, or that have a high
likelihood of being implemented within the next 12—18 months.

Existing technologies are also eligible if their operational and deployment design is well
suited to addressing local challenges.

5.2 Eligibility (Applicants)

Eligible applicants include individuals, projects, companies, research teams, local
government collaborations, and NPOs that fall under one of the five application categories.
Applications are accepted from both within Japan and internationally.

Applicants will be disqualified if they have ties to anti-social forces, or if there are violations
of laws or serious ethical violations.

5.3 How to Apply

Applicants must submit the required information for review via the entry form designated by
the organizer to complete their application.

6. Selection Process

1. Recommendation/Application intake

2. Eligibility screening by the Secretariat

3. First-round review (document screening)

4. Final review (Selection Committee)

5. Winners selected and announced at the award ceremony on March 1

Any judge with a conflict of interest will be recused from reviewing the relevant
application(s).

7. Schedule

Dec 31 — Jan 31: Call for applications opens

From Feb 1: First-round review begins

By Feb 13: Finalists selected and notified

Feb 20 — Feb 25: Final selection and finalist pitch (online)

Mar 1: Finalist introduction, winner announcement, and award ceremony (GRS 2026)



8. Evaluation Criteria

Applications will be evaluated comprehensively, focusing on the following criteria:
Innovation & Impact: novelty, social impact, reduction of damages, acceleration of recovery,
and overall social benefits

Contribution: level of contribution to society and overall potential

Scientific Validity: evidence base, evaluation design, data quality, and transparency
Collaboration Potential: ability to collaborate with local governments, companies, and
communities

Ethics & Safety: sustainability assurance; privacy and personal data; prevention of
discrimination/bias and misinformation; and risk management

Feasibility: likelihood of implementation and operation, including deployment, maintenance,
cost, organizational capacity, and procurement readiness

Scalability & Replicability: potential for expansion across Japan’s 47 prefectures and
internationally

9. Application Fee
There is no fee for the first-round and second-round reviews for this award program.

13. Notification of First-round Results (Finali lection

The organizer will notify applicants of the first-round results and finalist selection by Feb 13.
Judges involved in matters that constitute a conflict of interest may not participate in the
review of the relevant application(s).

14. Final Review (Online)

Finalists will coordinate schedules with the organizer between Feb 20 and Feb 25 and
deliver an online final review “3-minute pitch.”

15. Finalist Introduction, Winner Announcement, and Award Ceremony
Finalists of the Sustainable Global Award will be introduced, and winners will be announced

and awarded in Tokyo (planned: Shibuya City) as part of the Global Resilience Summit &
Award Reception Party, scheduled to be held on March 1, 2026, from 18:00 to 21:00.

The Secretariat will contact finalists directly with venue details and to confirm on-site
attendance for finalists and accompanying guests.

If a finalist who cannot attend on the day wins an award, the certificate and prize will be sent
by mail at a later date.
